FINANCE COMMITTEE 

 
Last weekend’s offertory collection totaled $7,765.  

This was nearly identical to what was collected last 

year over the same time period.

This 

amount is approximately $6,000 less than the previous 

year over the same time period and $10,000 less than 

what we had anticipated receiving when we put our 

fiscal year church budget together.
